Tier I Contests:  The tier I contests are those that most directly relate to the art and creativity of pen turning and are geared towards the more confident and experienced turners.  1st Place = $150, 2nd Place = $100, 3rd & 4th Place = $75

· 4th Annual Russ Fairfield Memorial Modified Slimline Contest.  Create a slimline pen modified in the style of Russ Fairfield.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Advanced Beautiful Pen Contest.  Create a roller ball or fountain pen.  It must be a conventional style Pen. No Flutes, Enterprise Space Ships or cigar shapes, etc. Those are for the Free Style pen contest.  This can be a kit pen, modified pen or kitless pen made from whatever material you  choose, using any tools available to you.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Freestyle Pen Contest.  Create a pen that functions as a pen but is not necessarily immediately recognizable as a pen.  Last year’s rules are here.
Tier II Contests:  The tier II contests are those that most directly relate to the art and creativity of pen turning and are geared towards turners who have not yet reached the level of confidence or experience needed to compete in a tier I contest.  Also included within tier II are the casting contests because casting is a unique art form in itself.  1st Place = $125, 2nd Place = $75, 3rd % 4th Place = $60

· Intermediate Beautiful Pen Contest.  Create a kit pen. Minor alterations are allowed (i.e. custom center band or finial).  Last year’s rules are here.
· Modified Pen Contest.  Create a kit pen with modifications beyond the customizing or removal of a center band or finial).  Last year’s rules are here.
· Beginner Beautiful Pen Contest.  Create a kit ball point pen.  No modifications to the kit are allowed.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Youth Beautiful Pen Contest.  Craft a kit pen, no modifications allowed.  Entrants must be under the age of 16.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Under 14 years old.

· 14 – 16 years old.

· Casting.

· Tube-on - This will cover anything and everything that is 1st attached to a tube and then cast in resin.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Embedded Object - This will cover anything and everything that is 1st cast in resin, then drilled, tubed, and turned.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Color Casting - Pretty self-explanatory. Each contestant will have to cast a blank using pigments of any kind.  Last year’s rules are here.
Tier III Contests:  Tier III contests are themed on pens but do not involve the construction of functional pens.  1st place = $75.00, 2nd place = $60.00, 3rd & 4th place = $35.00.
· Best Library Article.  The “best” article submitted to the IAP library within the last year is determined by membership vote.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Featured Pen Contest.  The “best” featured pen, which appeared on the front page of the site is determined by membership vote.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Photo Contests.  Members submit photos consistent with specified categories.  Winners in each category to be determined by member vote.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Creative Mug Shots.  Members take photos of their IAP mugs in unique situations.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Edible Pen Contest.  Members create a “pen” (does not have to function) out of edible material.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Match the Shop Contest.  Members attempt to match a photo of a shop to the correct ship owner.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Member Website Contest.  Members enter by submitting their web site URL.  The “best” website is chosen by membership vote.  This is a new contest.

Tier IV Contests:  Tier IV contests are contests that run daily or frequently throughout the Bash.  There is normally only 1 or 2 winners of tier IV contests each time the contest is completed.  There is a $30.00 prize per contest winner.
· Daily Trivia.  Members submit answers to a daily trivia question.  Winner determined a drawing from the correct answers.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Wood Identification Contest.  Members attempt to correctly identify a wood species.  Last year’s rules are here.
· Almost Daily Puzzler Contest.  Members are gicen the opportunity to complete a puzzle of some sort.  Last year’s rules are here.
Unclassified Contests / Events:  These events do not involve the awarding of prizes.

· Collaborative Creative Challenge.  Teams of members collaborate to create a pen.  This contest is in progress now.  The rules are here.  This contest could be classified but because it involves teams of members awarding prizes might be a problem.
